c. The agenda was approved as presented with no additions or deletions.
2.  Action Items

a. A discussion of the Committee Bylaws was conducted by Steve Luhrs.

b. The committee members elected the following officers:  Paul Zappettini was motioned by Jeni Bitnoff and seconded by Christa Campbell to be elected Chair.  Jeni Bitnoff was motioned by Suzanna George and seconded by Christa Campbell to be elected Vice Chair.  Christa Campbell was motioned by Suzanna George and seconded by Tom Mahach to be Secretary.  All motions carried unanimously.

c. The Measure Q Bond sale was completed on September 11, 2008 at 4.68% interest rate.  The first $34,000,000 in bond funds were sold.  The best estimated tax rate is 1.525 cents per $100 or $15.25 per $100,000 of property tax appraised value over the life of the bond.
Recommendation:  The committee recommended a Press Release be issued indicating the bond sales information and current projects.

d. Current projects include the following:

· CTE (Career Technical Education) Careers with Children

· CTE Culinary Arts Building

· CTE Natural Resources

· Health & Fitness (Tracks/Fields)

· Safety (Phones and Security Locks)

Other anticipated projects for 2008-09 include technology, safety, accessibility and job training.  Consultants have been hired to analyze needs and recommend implementation schedules in areas of roofing, technology and ADA (Americans with Disability Act) compliance.
e. The committee discussed holding meetings in February, early summer and late summer/early fall.  The next meeting will be scheduled for late February after all school/federal holidays with the final date to be determined as February approaches.  
Recommendation:  The committee agreed to circulate a member information contact list.
